Tuesday Market in Lauraville Guidelines
Eligibility Requirements:

All vendors must produce or create the products they intend to sell at the Tuesday Market in Lauraville sponsored by Hamilton-Lauraville Main Street.

General Rules:

1. A ‘vendor’ is the producer of goods sold and may include spouse, children, parents, siblings or employees of the applicant.   The re-sale of items purchased by the vendor is not permitted.

· Vendor items allowed for sale include fruits, vegetables, berries, nuts, plants, herbs, flowers, baked goods, honey, jams, jellies, cheese.

2. A ‘concessionaire’ is a subsidiary business within the premises of the Tuesday Market in Lauraville.

· Concessionaire may sell prepared items such as sandwiches, pastries/bread and non-produce items such as flowers.  Included are foods prepared on-site such as brewed coffee, grilled or other forms of cooked foods.
3. A ‘craft vendor’ is the producer of original art and hand-crafted items.

· No re-sale or mass produced items are allowed.  

· Vendors are allowed to sell their crafts within their leased space only.

· Items brought on site are done so at the sole risk of the Vendor.

4. The Tuesday Market Master will assign permanent spaces prior to the opening of the market.  Vendors must supply tables, canopies or displays.  Hucksters and non-registered vendors will not be permitted in the market.  No participant will have the right to sell, sublease, transfer or permit any other seller to use an assigned market space without the consent of the Board of Directors.
5. Tuesday Market Season & Hours:  The Tuesday Market will open on Tuesday, June 7th and end on Tuesday, October 25th.  The market hours will be 4:00 – 8:00pm.  Set-up begins at 3:00.  All vendors must be in place by 4:00.  No vehicles will be allowed after 4:00pm.  The street must be completely cleaned and open to traffic by 8:30 pm – no exceptions.  All vendors must remove trash and leave their market space clean and free of debris.
6. Location & Parking:  The Tuesday Market in Lauraville will take place on the street in the 3000 block of Montebello Terrace, Baltimore, MD 21214.  Vendor parking will be assigned as space allows.  Street parking is available on Harford Road.  There will be NO VENDOR parking allowed on Safeway parking lot!  Overflow parking will be available at 4228 Harford Road after 4:30pm.
7. Baltimore City Health Permit:  All vendors must comply with sanitary rules and regulations.  Sale of food items is subject to approval by the Baltimore City Health Department.  A valid health permit is required.
8. All parties interested in selling at the Tuesday Market in Lauraville must sign and return their application.  Fees for the full season of 21 weeks ($168) or for the half season of 10 weeks ($80) may be submitted in advance and in full with the market application, or on a weekly basis ($10.)  Payments are accepted in the form of cash, check or money order.  Please make payable to:  HLMS, 5500 Harford Road, Suite 201, Baltimore, MD  21214.  Payments may be mailed or delivered to the Market Coordinator prior to set up on Market Day.   Due to space limitations, craft vendors may choose to participate for full or half season.  Full season payments are as described above. All payments must be paid before the start of each market.
· HLMS IS NOT RESPONSIBLE FOR ANY LOST, DAMAGED OR STOLEN MERCHANDISE

· No refunds

· Tent canopies, provided by vendor, must be made of flame retardant or fire proof material

Craft Vendor Application

In order to participate in the Tuesday Market in Lauraville, I agree to the following:

· Regular participation in the Tuesday Market from June 7 through October 25 from 4:00-8:00 pm, rain or shine.  Market vendors are expected to attend the Market regularly.  If a vendor is not planning to attend, he/she must contact the Market Board prior to market day.  Unexcused absence may result in a fine of $25 and/or dismissal from the Market.
· Market conduct must be friendly, business-like and professional.  Any conduct deemed otherwise may result in dismissal.  Market fees are not refundable in the case of dismissal.

· In addition to food sales, the Market Board may offer community-oriented workshops, demonstrations and entertainment.

· The Market Board may make space available to community groups for non-sales purposes.  Groups may request such space by contacting the Market Board in advance of the market day.  Spaces will not be allowed for petitions or materials graphic or partisan in nature.  The Market Board reserves the right to deny requests for community group space.

· The Market Board will promote the Market through advertising, newsletters, press release, signs, special events, posters and digital media.

· Hamilton-Lauraville Main Street reserves the right to terminate this agreement if it is determined that Tuesday Market Guidelines have been violated, or if participation is not consistent.  

· Please list in detail the items that you will be selling.  If additional items are added at a later time, they must be approved by the Market Board.
